JOHN 17: 17
Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth.

Dear reader, as you read, Lord willing, you might find us some what different than most, as
in “peculiar” (Titus 2:11-15 & 1Pet.2:9). We don’t know everything, but we believe in
having scriptural command and example for what we do and speak. We believe this is safe
according to scripture (1Cor.4:14-17and 11:1-3; Philip.4:8-9) etc. As those striving to be
true Christians, we cannot and do not believe or participate in traditions of men because,
this is unsafe according to scripture (Mark 7:1-9; Col.2: 1-22; 1Pet.1:12-25) etc. Our
hope is, as we study together, we will not agree to disagree, but agree by scripture; thereby
speaking the same thing according to scripture (1Cor.1:9-10-13). As | stated earlier, we
don’t know everything, but we are willing to study the WORD for the TRUTH.

Titus 2:11 For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men, 12
Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly,
righteously, and godly, in this present world; 13 Looking for that blessed hope, and the
glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ; 14 Who gave himself for
us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people,
zealous of good works. 15 These things speak, and exhort, and rebuke with all authority.
Let no man despise thee.(KJV)

1 Pet 2:7 Unto you therefore which believe he is precious: but unto them which be
disobedient, the stone which the builders disallowed, the same is made the head of the
corner, 8 And a stone of stumbling, and a rock of offence, even to them which stumble at
the word, being disobedient: whereunto also they were appointed. 9 But ye are a chosen
generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth
the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light:(KJV)

1 Cor 4:14 | write not these things to shame you, but as my beloved sons | warn you. 15
For though ye have ten thousand instructors in Christ, yet have ye not many fathers: for in
Christ Jesus | have begotten you through the gospel. 16 Wherefore | beseech you, be ye
followers of me.(KJV)

1 Cor 11:1 Be ye followers of me, even as | also am of Christ. 2 Now | praise you,
brethren, that ye remember me in all things, and keep the ordinances, as | delivered them to
you. 3 But I would have you know, that the head of every man is Christ; and the head of the
woman is the man; and the head of Christ is God.(KJV)

Phil 4:8 Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest,
whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely,
whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think
on these things. 9 Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and
seen in me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you.(KJV)

Mark 7:6 He answered and said unto them, Well hath Esaias prophesied of you hypocrites,
as it is written, This people honoureth me with their lips, but their heart is far from me. 7



Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men. 8
For laying aside the commandment of God, ye hold the tradition of men, as the washing of
pots and cups: and many other such like things ye do. 9 And he said unto them, Full well ye
reject the commandment of God, that ye may keep your own tradition.(KJV)

Col 2:1 For | would that ye knew what great conflict | have for you, and for them at
Laodicea, and for as many as have not seen my face in the flesh; 2 That their hearts might be
comforted, being knit together in love, and unto all riches of the full assurance of
understanding, to the acknowledgement of the mystery of God, and of the Father, and of
Christ; 3 In whom are hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. 4 And this | say, lest
any man should beguile you with enticing words. 5 For though | be absent in the flesh, yet
am | with you in the spirit, joying and beholding your order, and the stedfastness of your
faith in Christ. 6 As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in him: 7
Rooted and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding
therein with thanksgiving. 8 Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain
deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. 9
For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. 10 And ye are complete in him,
which is the head of all principality and power: 11 In whom also ye are circumcised with the
circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the
circumcision of Christ: 12 Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him
through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead. 13 And you,
being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together
with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances
that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his
cross; 15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly,
triumphing over them in it. 16 Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in
respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days: 17 Which are a shadow
of things to come; but the body is of Christ. 18 Let no man beguile you of your reward in a
voluntary humility and worshipping of angels, intruding into those things which he hath not
seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind, 19 And not holding the Head, from which all the
body by joints and bands having nourishment ministered, and knit together, increaseth with
the increase of God. 20 Wherefore if ye be dead with Christ from the rudiments of the
world, why, as though living in the world, are ye subject to ordinances, 21 (Touch not; taste
not; handle not; 22 Which all are to perish with the using;) after the commandments and
doctrines of men? 23 Which things have indeed a shew of wisdom in will worship, and
humility, and neglecting of the body; not in any honour to the satisfying of the flesh.(KJV)

1 Pet 1:12 Unto whom it was revealed, that not unto themselves, but unto us they did
minister the things, which are now reported unto you by them that have preached the gospel
unto you with the Holy Ghost sent down from heaven; which things the angels desire to
look into. 13 Wherefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and hope to the end for
the grace that is to be brought unto you at the revelation of Jesus Christ; 14 As obedient
children, not fashioning yourselves according to the former lusts in your ignorance: 15 But
as he which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of conversation; 16 Because
it is written, Be ye holy; for | am holy. 17 And if ye call on the Father, who without respect
of persons judgeth according to every man's work, pass the time of your sojourning here in



fear: 18 Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver
and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; 19 But with
the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 20 Who verily
was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times
for you, 21 Who by him do believe in God, that raised him up from the dead, and gave him
glory; that your faith and hope might be in God. 22 Seeing ye have purified your souls in
obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love
one another with a pure heart fervently: 23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of
incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever. 24 For all flesh is as
grass, and all the glory of man as the flower of grass. The grass withereth, and the flower
thereof falleth away: 25 But the word of the Lord endureth for ever. And this is the word
which by the gospel is preached unto you.(KJV)

1 Cor 1:9 God is faithful, by whom ye were called unto the fellowship of his Son Jesus
Christ our Lord. 10 Now | beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ,
that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be
perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment. 11 For it hath been
declared unto me of you, my brethren, by them which are of the house of Chloe, that there
are contentions among you. 12 Now this I say, that every one of you saith, | am of Paul;
and | of Apollos; and | of Cephas; and | of Christ. 13 Is Christ divided? was Paul crucified
for you? or were ye baptized in the name of Paul?(KJV)

When we read scriptures like these, they make us realize the importance of following
SCRIPTURE, and NOT MAN.

Matt 7:15 Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly
they are ravening wolves. 16 Ye shall know them by their fruits. Do men gather grapes of
thorns, or figs of thistles?

Matt 7:21 Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of
heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.(KJV) 22 Many will say
to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have
cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? 23 And then will | profess
unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity. 24 Therefore
whosoever heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise
man, which built his house upon a rock: 25 And the rain descended, and the floods came,
and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell not: for it was founded upon a
rock. 26 And every one that heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them not, shall be
likened unto a foolish man, which built his house upon the sand: 27 And the rain descended,
and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell: and great
was the fall of it. 28 And it came to pass, when Jesus had ended these sayings, the people
were astonished at his doctrine: 29 For he taught them as one having authority, and not
as the scribes.(KJV)

Luke 6:45 A good man out of the good treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is
good; and an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is evil:




for of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaketh. 46 And why call ye me, Lord, Lord,
and do not the things which | say? (Note: Heb.4:11-12)

Rom 10:17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.(KJV)

Rom 11:21 For if God spared not the natural branches, take heed lest he also spare not
thee. 22 Behold therefore the goodness and severity of God: on them which fell, severity;
but toward thee, goodness, if thou continue in his goodness: otherwise thou also shalt be
cut off.

2 Cor 11:13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into
the apostles of Christ. 14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel
of light. 15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers
of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.(KJV)

Eph 4:4 There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your
calling; 5 One Lord, one faith, one baptism, 6 One God and Father of all, who is above all,
and through all, and in you all. (KJV)

1Thes 5:21 Prove all things; hold fast that which is good.(KJV)

James 2:18 Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and | have works: shew me thy faith
without thy works, and 1 will shew thee my faith by my works. 19 Thou believest that there
is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble. 20 But wilt thou know,
O vain man, that faith without works is dead? (KJV)

2 Pet 2:4 For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and
delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment; 5 And spared not the
old world, but saved Noah the eighth person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the
flood upon the world of the ungodly; 6 And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha into
ashes condemned them with an overthrow, making them an ensample unto those that after
should live ungodly; 7 And delivered just Lot, vexed with the filthy conversation of the
wicked: 8 (For that righteous man dwelling among them, in seeing and hearing, vexed his
righteous soul from day to day with their unlawful deeds;) 9 The Lord knoweth how to
deliver the godly out of temptations, and to reserve the unjust unto the day of judgment to
be punished:(KJV
