Luke 6:20-26

20 And he lifted up his eyes on his disciples, and said, Blessed be ye poor: for yours is the kingdom of God.
21 Blessed are ye that hunger now: for ye shall be filled. Blessed are ye that weep now: for ye shall laugh.
22 Blessed are ye, when men shall hate you, and when they shall separate you from their company, and

shall reproach you, and cast out your name as evil, for the Son of man's sake.
23 Rejoice ye in that day, and leap for joy: for, behold, your reward is great in heaven: for in the like
manner did their fathers unto the prophets.

24 But woe unto you that are rich! for ye have received your consolation.

25 Woe unto you that are full! for ye shall hunger. Woe unto you that laugh now! for ye shall mourn and
weep.

26 Woe unto you, when all men shall speak well of you! for so did their fathers to the false prophets.

woe-3759 ouai (00-ah'-ee);a primary exclamation of grief; "woe": -- alas, woe.

are full-1705 empiplemi (em-pip'-lay-mee);or empletho (em-play'-tho); from 1722 and the base of 4118; to fill
in (up), i.e. (by implication) to satisfy (literally or figuratively): -- fill.

ye shall hunger-3983 peinao (pi-nah'-0);from the same as 3993 (through the idea of pinching toil; "pine"); to
famish (absol. or comparatively); figuratively, to crave: --be an hungered.

laugh-1070 gelao (ghel-ah'-0);of uncertain affinity; to laugh (as a sign of joy or satisfaction): -- laugh.

Ye shall mourn-3996 pentheo (pen-theh'-o);from 3997; to grieve (the feeling or the act): -- mourn, (be-) wail.
Weep-2799 klaio (klah'-yo);of uncertain affinity; to sob, i.e. wail aloud (whereas 1145 is rather to cry silently): --
bewail, weep.

Diligently-8104 shamar (shaw-mar');a primitive root; properly, to hedge about (as with thorns), i.e. guard;
generally, to protect, attend to, etc.: -- beward, be circumspect, take heed (toself), keep (-erself,), mark, look
narrowly, observe, preserve, regard, reserve, save (self), sure, (that lay) wait (for), watch (-man).

1Sam 2:3-5

3 Talk no more so exceeding proudly; let not arrogancy come out of your mouth: for the LORD is a God of
knowledge, and by him actions are weighed.

4 The bows of the mighty men are broken, and they that stumbled are girded with strength.

5 They that were full have hired out themselves for bread; and they that were hungry ceased: so that the

barren hath born seven; and she that hath many children is waxed feeble.

Actions-5949 “aliylah (al-ee-law');or “alilah (al-ee-law'); from 5953 in the sense of effecting; an exploit (of God),
or a performance (of man, often in a bad sense); by implication, an opportunity: -- act (-ion), deed, doing,
invention, occasion, work.

Weighed-8505 takan (taw-kan');a primitive root; to balance, i.e. measure out (by weight or dimension);
figuratively, arrange, equalize, through the idea of levelling (ment. estimate, test): -- bear up, direct, be ([un-])
equal, mete, ponder, tell, weigh.

Prov 30:7-9

7 Two things have | required of thee; deny me them not before | die:

8 Remove far from me vanity and lies: give me neither poverty nor riches; feed me with food convenient
for me:

9 Lest | be full, and deny thee, and say, Who is the LORD? or lest | be poor, and steal, and take the name of
my God in vain.

Mirth-8057 simchah (sim-khaw');from 8056; blithesomeness or glee, (religious or festival): -- X exceeding (-ly),
gladness, joy (-fulness), mirth, pleasure, rejoice (-ing).

Heaviness-8424 tuwgah (too-gaw');from 3013; depression (of spirits); concretely a grief: -- heaviness, sorrow.

Eccl 2:1-11

1 | said in mine heart, Go to now, | will prove thee with mirth, therefore enjoy pleasure: and, behold, this
also is vanity.

2 | said of laughter, It is mad: and of mirth, What doeth it?

3 | sought in mine heart to give myself unto wine, yet acquainting mine heart with wisdom; and to lay hold
on folly, till | might see what was that good for the sons of men, which they should do under the heaven all the
days of their life.

4 | made me great works; | builded me houses; | planted me vineyards:

5 | made me gardens and orchards, and | planted trees in them of all kind of fruits:

6 | made me pools of water, to water therewith the wood that bringeth forth trees:

7 | got me servants and maidens, and had servants born in my house; also | had great possessions of great

and small cattle above all that were in Jerusalem before me:
8 | gathered me also silver and gold, and the peculiar treasure of kings and of the provinces: | gat me men
singers and women singers, and the delights of the sons of men, as musical instruments, and that of all sorts.

9 So | was great, and increased more than all that were before me in Jerusalem: also my wisdom remained
with me.
10 And whatsoever mine eyes desired | kept not from them, | withheld not my heart from any joy; for my

heart rejoiced in all my labour: and this was my portion of all my labour.
11 Then | looked on all the works that my hands had wrought, and on the labour that | had laboured to do:
and, behold, all was vanity and vexation of spirit, and there was no profit under the sun.

Eccl 7:2-4
2 It is better to go to the house of mourning, than to go to the house of feasting: for that is the end of all
men; and the living will lay it to his heart.

3 Sorrow is better than laughter: for by the sadness of the countenance the heart is made better.

4 The heart of the wise is in the house of mourning; but the heart of fools is in the house of mirth.

Isa 21:2-4

2 A grievous vision is declared unto me; the treacherous dealer dealeth treacherously, and the spoiler
spoileth. Go up, O Elam: besiege, O Media; all the sighing thereof have | made to cease.

3 Therefore are my loins filled with pain: pangs have taken hold upon me, as the pangs of a woman that
travaileth: | was bowed down at the hearing of it; | was dismayed at the seeing of it.

4 My heart panted, fearfulness affrighted me: the night of my pleasure hath he turned into fear unto me.
Pain-2479 chalchalah (khal-khaw-law');feminine from the same as 2478; writhing (in childbirth); by implication,
terror: -- (great, much) pain.

Amos 8:7-10
7 The LORD hath sworn by the excellency of Jacob, Surely | will never forget any of their works.
8 Shall not the land tremble for this, and every one mourn that dwelleth therein? and it shall rise up

wholly as a flood; and it shall be cast out and drowned, as by the flood of Egypt.



9 And it shall come to pass in that day, saith the Lord GOD, that | will cause the sun to go down at noon,
and | will darken the earth in the clear day:

10 And | will turn your feasts into mourning, and all your songs into lamentation; and | will bring up
sackcloth upon all loins, and baldness upon every head; and | will make it as the mourning of an only son, and
the end thereof as a bitter day.
