GET THEE BEHIND ME SATAN

Matt 16:23 But he turned, and said unto Peter, Get thee behind me, Satan: thou art an
(1)offence unto me: for thou (2)savourest not the things that be of God, but those that be
of (3)men. (KJV)

Definitions: (1)offence unto me-4625 skandalon (skan'-dal-on) ("scandal™); probably
from a derivative of 2578; a trap-stick (bent sapling), i.e. snare (figuratively, cause of
displeasure or sin): KJV-- occasion to fall (of stumbling), offence, thing that offends,
stumblingblock. (2)savourest NOT the things that be of God-5426 phroneo (fron-eh'-
0); from 5424; to exercise the mind, i.e. entertain or have a sentiment or opinion; by
implication, to be (mentally) disposed (more or less earnestly in a certain direction);
intensively, to interest oneself in (with concern or obedience): KJV-- set the affection on,
(be) care (-ful), (be like-, + be of one, + be of the same, + let this) mind (-ed), regard,
savour, think. (3)men-444 anthropos (anth'-ro-pos); from 435 and ops (the
countenance; from 3700); man-faced, i.e. a human being: KJV-- certain, man.

which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God,
should shine unto them.
