John 6:1-4 

1 After these things Jesus went over the sea of Galilee, which is the sea of Tiberias. 

2 And a great multitude followed him, because they saw his miracles which he did on them 

that were diseased. 

3 And Jesus went up into a mountain, and there he sat with his disciples. 

4 And the (1)passover, a feast of the Jews, was nigh. 

5 When Jesus then lifted up his eyes, and saw a great company come unto him, he saith unto 

Philip, Whence shall we buy bread, that these may eat? 

6 And this he said to prove him: for he himself knew what he would do. 

7 Philip answered him, Two hundred pennyworth of bread is not sufficient for them, that 

every one of them may take a little. 

8 One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, saith unto him, 

9 There is a lad here, which hath five barley loaves, and two small fishes: but what are they 

among so many? 

10 And Jesus said, Make the men sit down. Now there was much grass in the place. So the 

men sat down, in number about five thousand. 

11 And Jesus took the loaves; and when he had given thanks, he distributed to the disciples, 

and the disciples to them that were set down; and likewise of the fishes as much as they would. 

12 When they were filled, he said unto his disciples, Gather up the fragments that remain, that 

nothing be lost. 

13 Therefore they gathered them together, and filled twelve baskets with the fragments of the 

five barley loaves, which remained over and above unto them that had eaten. 

14 Then those men, when they had seen the miracle that Jesus did, said, This is of a truth that 

prophet that should come into the world. 

15 When Jesus therefore perceived that they would come and take him by force, to make him 

a king, he departed again into a mountain himself alone. 

16 And when even was now come, his disciples went down unto the sea, 

17 And entered into a ship, and went over the sea toward Capernaum. And it was now dark, 

and Jesus was not come to them. 

18 And the sea arose by reason of a great wind that blew. 

19 So when they had rowed about five and twenty or thirty furlongs, they see Jesus walking 

on the sea, and drawing nigh unto the ship: and they were afraid. 

20 But he saith unto them, It is I; be not afraid. 

21 Then they willingly received him into the ship: and immediately the ship was at the land 

whither they went. 

22 The day following, when the people which stood on the other side of the sea saw that 

there was none other boat there, save that one whereinto his disciples were entered, and that Jesus 

went not with his disciples into the boat, but that his disciples were gone away alone; 

23 (Howbeit there came other boats from Tiberias nigh unto the place where they did eat 

bread, after that the Lord had given thanks:) 
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24 When the people therefore saw that Jesus was not there, neither his disciples, they also 

took shipping, and came to Capernaum, seeking for Jesus. 

25 And when they had found him on the other side of the sea, they said unto him, Rabbi, 

when camest thou hither? 

26 Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye seek me, not because ye 

saw the miracles, but because ye did eat of the loaves, and were filled. 

27 Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto 

everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed. 

 

(1)Easter, Passover 3957  pascha (pas'-khah); of Aramaic origin [compare 6453]; the 

Passover (the meal, the day, the festival or the special sacrifices connected with it): KJV-- 

Easter, Passover. 1) the paschal sacrifice (which was accustomed to be offered for the 

people's deliverance of old from Egypt) 2) the paschal lamb, that is, the lamb the Israelites were 

accustomed to kill and eat on the 14th day of the month of Nisan (the first month of their year) 

in memory of the day on which their fathers, preparing to depart from Egypt, were bidden by God 

to slay and eat a lamb, and to sprinkle their door posts with its blood, that the destroying angel, 

seeing the blood, might pass over their dwellings; the paschal feast, the feast of the Passover, 

extending from the 14th to the 20th day of the month Nisan. 
 

John 6:26 

26 Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye seek me, not because ye 

saw the miracles, but because ye did eat of the loaves, and were filled.(KJV) 

 

John 6:26 ... Verily, verily,  (KJV) 

John 3:3-7 

3 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born 

again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 

4 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the 

second time into his mother's womb, and be born? 

5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the 

Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 

6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 

7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.(KJV) 

 

John 6:47-68 

47 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me hath everlasting life. 

48 I am that bread of life. 

49 Your fathers did eat manna in the wilderness, and are dead. 

50 This is the bread which cometh down from heaven, that a man may eat thereof, and not 

die. 

51 I am the living bread which came down from heaven: if any man eat of this bread, he shall 

live for ever: and the bread that I will give is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world. 

52 The Jews therefore strove among themselves, saying, How can this man give us his flesh 
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to eat? 

53 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the 

Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you. 

54 Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at 

the last day. 

55 For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. 

56 He that eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I in him. 

57 As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even he 

shall live by me. 

58 This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and 

are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever. 

59 These things said he in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum. 

60 Many therefore of his disciples, when they had heard this, said, This is an hard saying; who 

can hear it? 

61 When Jesus knew in himself that his disciples murmured at it, he said unto them, Doth this 

offend you? 

62 What and if ye shall see the Son of man ascend up where he was before? 

63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, 

they are spirit, and they are life. 

64 But there are some of you that believe not. For Jesus knew from the beginning who they 

were that believed not, and who should betray him. 

65 And he said, Therefore said I unto you, that no man can come unto me, except it were 

given unto him of my Father. 

66 From that time many of his disciples went back, and walked no more with him. 

67 Then said Jesus unto the twelve, Will ye also go away? 

68 Then Simon Peter answered him, Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast the words of 

eternal life.(KJV) 

John 6:26 ... Ye seek me,  (KJV) 

Ezek 33:31 

31 And they come unto thee as the people cometh, and they sit before thee as my people, and 

they hear thy words, but they will not do them: for with their mouth they shew much love, but 

their heart goeth after their covetousness.(KJV) 

 

John 6:15 

15 When Jesus therefore perceived that they would come and take him by force, to make him 

a king, he departed again into a mountain himself alone.(KJV) 

 

John 6:64 

64 But there are some of you that believe not. For Jesus knew from the beginning who they 

were that believed not, and who should betray him.(KJV) 

 

Acts 8:18-22 

18 And when Simon saw that through laying on of the apostles' hands the Holy Ghost was 

given, he offered them money, 
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19 Saying, Give me also this power, that on whomsoever I lay hands, he may receive the 

Holy Ghost. 

20 But Peter said unto him, Thy money perish with thee, because thou hast thought that the 

gift of God may be purchased with money. 

21 Thou hast neither part nor lot in this matter: for thy heart is not right in the sight of God. 

22 Repent therefore of this thy wickedness, and pray God, if perhaps the thought of thine 

heart may be forgiven thee.(KJV) 

 

Rom 16:17-18 

17 Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences contrary to 

the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them. 

18 For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good 

words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple.(KJV) 

 

Phil 2:19-22 

19 But I trust in the Lord Jesus to send Timotheus shortly unto you, that I also may be of 

good comfort, when I know your state. 

20 For I have no man likeminded, who will naturally care for your state. 

21 For all seek their own, not the things which are Jesus Christ's. 

22 But ye know the proof of him, that, as a son with the father, he hath served with me in the 

gospel.(KJV) 

 

Phil 3:17-19 

17 Brethren, be followers together of me, and mark them which walk so as ye have us for an 

ensample. 

18 (For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they 

are the enemies of the cross of Christ: 

19 Whose end is destruction, whose God is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame, 

who mind earthly things.) (KJV) 

 

1 Tim 6:3-8 

3 If any man teach otherwise, and consent not to wholesome words, even the words of our 

Lord Jesus Christ, and to the doctrine which is according to godliness; 

4 He is proud, knowing nothing, but doting about questions and strifes of words, whereof 

cometh envy, strife, railings, evil surmisings, 

5 Perverse disputings of men of corrupt minds, and destitute of the truth, supposing that 

gain is godliness: from such withdraw thyself. 

6 But godliness with contentment is great gain. 

7 For we brought nothing into this world, and it is certain we can carry nothing out. 

8 And having food and raiment let us be therewith content.(KJV) 

 

James 4:3-6 

3 Ye ask, and receive not, because ye ask amiss, that ye may consume it upon your lusts. 

4 Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye not that the friendship of the world is enmity with 
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God? whosoever therefore will be a friend of the world is the enemy of God. 

5 Do ye think that the scripture saith in vain, The spirit that dwelleth in us lusteth to envy? 

6 But he giveth more grace. Wherefore he saith, God resisteth the proud, but giveth grace 

unto the humble.(KJV) 

John 6:26 ... additional scriptures  (KJV) 

Matt 13:20-21 

20 But he that received the seed into stony places, the same is he that heareth the word, and 

anon with joy receiveth it; 

21 Yet hath he not root in himself, but dureth for a while: for when tribulation or persecution 

ariseth because of the word, by and by he is offended.(KJV) 

 

Mark 14:18 

18 And as they sat and did eat, Jesus said, Verily I say unto you, One of you which eateth 

with me shall betray me.(KJV) 

 

John 6:30-38 

30 They said therefore unto him, What sign shewest thou then, that we may see, and believe 

thee? what dost thou work? 

31 Our fathers did eat manna in the desert; as it is written, He gave them bread from heaven 

to eat. 

32 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread 

from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread from heaven. 

33 For the bread of God is he which cometh down from heaven, and giveth life unto the 

world. 

34 Then said they unto him, Lord, evermore give us this bread. 

35 And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; 

and he that believeth on me shall never thirst. 

36 But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not. 

37 All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no 

wise cast out. 

38 For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me. 

 

Col 2:16-17 

16 Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of 

the new moon, or of the sabbath days:
