EXTREMIST BY THE BIBLE

If we study our Bibles, we will find that Christ, and those that followed him, were thought of as
drunks, foolish men, weaklings, and even a CULT, see sect:

Acts 24:1 And after five days Ananias the high priest descended with the elders, and with a
certain orator named Tertullus, who informed the governor against Paul. 2 And when he was
called forth, Tertullus began to accuse him, saying, Seeing that by thee we enjoy great quietness,
and that very worthy deeds are done unto this nation by thy providence, 3 We accept it always,
and in all places, most noble Felix, with all thankfulness. 4 Notwithstanding, that | be not further
tedious unto thee, | pray thee that thou wouldest hear us of thy clemency a few words. 5 For we
have found this man a pestilent fellow, and a mover of sedition among all the Jews throughout the
world, and a ringleader of the (1)sect of the (2)Nazarenes:(KJV)

These are called SUFFERINGS, and these are appointed unto Christians, according to the
Scriptures. We believe these SUFFERINGS are just the tip of the iceberg, and that the whole
iceberg is to keep ourselves UNSPOTTED from the WORLD! (1Thessalonians 3:2-5;

For CHRISTIANS to accomplish this we MUST be: ADDICTS, EXTREMISTS, and
ZEALOQTS, according to SCRIPTURE.

1 Cor 16:15 | beseech you, brethren, (ye know the house of Stephanas, that it is the firstfruits of
Achaia, and that they have ADDICTED themselves to the ministry of the saints,) 16 That ye
submit yourselves unto such, and to every one that helpeth with us, and laboureth.

righteously, and godly, in this present world; 13 Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious
appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ; 14 Who gave himself for us, that he
might redeem us from all iniquity, and (1)purify unto himself a (2)peculiar people, (3)zealous of

good works. (KJV)

Christians must not, cannot give in, but hold to the Faith; just as the examples before us are
written. We must suffer these and many other things on this earth, because this world has been
delivered unto Satan, by GOD. (Luke 4:5&6; 2Cor.4:1-6; Eph.2:2-3; 6:10-14; Rev.12:7-13;
Rev.13:6-9). The whole world (1)LIETH in wickedness (1John5:19)

Christians must be SUBJECT to the Laws of this World, for Christ’s sake, that is as long as they
are NOT contrary to CHRIST. But, to live in this world and strive not to have anything to do
with its political systems, sports, or its traditions, is definitely a SUFFERING and probably
seems extreme to the CARNAL mind. A Christian’s duty on this earth is to do the will of God,
through Christ Jesus and his apostles; not the will and traditions of men, please read; Rom 12:1 1
beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living
sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 2 And be not conformed to
this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that
good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. Eph 4:21 If so be that ye have heard him, and
have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus: 22 That ye put off concerning the former
conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; 23 And be renewed in
the spirit of your mind; 24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in
righteousness and true holiness. 1 Jn 2:15 Love not the (1)world, neither the things that are in
the world. If any man love the world, the love of the Father is not in him. 16 For all that is in
the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father,
but is of the world. 17 And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will
of God abideth for ever; 18 Little children, it is the last time: and as ye have heard that antichrist




shall come, even now are there many antichrists; whereby we know that it is the last time. 19

This SPIRITUAL mind set will make us the STRANGERS, SOJOURNERS and PECULIAR
people in this world, that CHRISTIANS MUST be, according to scriptures, please read
(1Pet.1:1-2- 16-17; 1Pet. 2:11; Titus 2:12-15; 1Pet. 2:9). We must remember The Lord is not
willing that any should perish, but we MUST repent, “have a change of mind”, (2Pet.3:9). His
will is NOT for Christians to be FRIENDS of the world (2Cor.6:14-18;James4:4), but to be the
LIGHT of the WORLD(Matt.5:13-16; Eph.5:8-17; Phil.2:15-16; 1Thes.5:4-8), by suffering to
DENY ourselves by following him, through his apostle’s doctrine (Acts2:41-42); Luke 9:22
Saying, The Son of man must suffer many things, and be rejected of the elders and chief priests
and scribes, and be slain, and be raised the third day. 23 And_he said to them all, If any man will
come after me, let him (1) deny himself, and take up his (2)cross daily, and (3)follow me. 24 For.
whosoever will save his life shall lose it: but whosoever will lose his life for my sake, the same
shall save it. 25 For what is a man advantaged, if he gain the whole world, and lose himself, or be
cast away? 26 For whosoever shall be ashamed of me and of my words, of him shall the Son of
man be ashamed, when he shall come in his own glory, and in his Father's, and of the holy angels.

11 Let us labour therefore to
enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief. 12 For the word of God
is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing
asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and
intents of the heart.(MIND)

2 Cor 10:5 ... the obedience of Christ; (KJV)

Rom 1:1 Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the gospel of
God, 2 (Which he had promised afore by his prophets in the holy scriptures,) 3 Concerning his
Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh; 4 And
declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection
from the dead: 5 By whom we have received grace and apostleship, for obedience to the faith
among all nations, for his name: 6 Among whom are ye also the called of Jesus Christ: 7 To all
that be in Rome, beloved of God, called to be saints: Grace to you and peace from God our
Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ. (KJV)

Rom 16:24 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all. Amen. 25 Now to him that is of
power to stablish you according to my gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the
revelation of the mystery, which was kept secret since the world began, 26 But now is made
manifest, and by the scriptures of the prophets, according to the commandment of the everlasting
God, made known to all nations for the obedience of faith: 27 To God only wise, be glory
through Jesus Christ for ever. Amen. (KJV)

Heb 5:8 Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered; 9
And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him; 10
Called of God an high priest after the order of Melchisedec. (KJV)

Heb 5:13 For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a
babe. 14 But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use
have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.

Heb 6:1 Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine of Christ, let us go on unto perfection;



not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward God, (KJV)

1 Pet 1:13 Wherefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and hope to the end for the grace
that is to be brought unto you at the revelation of Jesus Christ; 14 As obedient children, not
fashioning yourselves according to the former lusts in your ignorance: 15 But as he which hath
called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of conversation; 16 Because it is written, Be ye
holy; for I am holy. 17 And if ye call on the Father, who without respect of persons judgeth
according to every man's work, pass the time of your sojourning here in fear: 18 Forasmuch as ye
know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain
conversation received by tradition from your fathers; 19 But with the precious blood of Christ, as
of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 20 Who verily was foreordained before the
foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times for you, 21 Who by him do believe in
God, that raised him up from the dead, and gave him glory; that your faith and hope might be in
God.

1 Pet 1:22 Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit unto
unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure heart fervently: 23 Being
born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and
abideth for ever. 24 For all flesh is as grass, and all the glory of man as the flower of grass. The
grass withereth, and the flower thereof falleth away: 25 But the word of the Lord endureth for
ever. And this is the word which by the gospel is preached unto you. (KJV)

1 Pet 2:19 For this is thankworthy, if a man for conscience toward God endure grief, suffering
wrongfully. 20 For what glory is it, if, when ye be buffeted for your faults, ye shall take it
patiently? but if, when ye do well, and suffer for it, ye take it patiently, this is acceptable with
God. 21 For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an
example, that ye should follow his steps: (KJV)

So, “the doctrine of no suffering”, because we are saved by grace (only) is, ANOTHER
doctrine/gospel Gal.1:9-10 and is False and DANGEROUS. So many are buying into this; even
those that proclaim to be of the one true church/ (faith). We must teach the whole council of God
(Acts 20:27). We must teach the whole truth (John 17:17). The word also teaches us that
baptism doth also now save us (1Peter 3:21), and that we are saved by GRACE (THROUGH
FAITH Eph.2:8). We must remember Heb 11:1 Now faith is the substance of things hoped for,
the evidence of things not seen. (KJV)

The question now would be, how is the one true faith (Eph.4:4-6) obtained? Read; Rom 10:17
So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. (KJV)

IS JUST HEARING GOOD ENOUGH?

Read; James 1:21 Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughtiness, and receive
with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls. 22 But be ye doers of the
word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves. 23 For if any be a hearer of the word,
and not a doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass: 24 For he beholdeth

himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was. 25 But
whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful
hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.(KJV)

IS JUST BELIEVING GOOD ENOUGH?
Phil 1:29 For unto you it is given in the behalf of Christ, not only to believe on him, but also to
suffer for his sake; 30 Having the same conflict which ye saw in me, and now hear to be in me.

James 2:18 Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and | have works: shew me thy faith without
thy works, and | will shew thee my faith by my works. 19 Thou believest that there is one God;
thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble. 20 But wilt thou know, O vain man, that
faith without works is dead? 21 Was not Abraham our father justified by works, when he had
offered Isaac his son upon the altar? 22 Seest thou how faith wrought with his works, and by
works was faith made perfect?

So the doctrine, “Christ suffered for us, so that we don’t have to” is contrary to Scriptures. There
is a SCRIPTURAL reason for the suffering that CHRISTIANS MUST do in the flesh.

1 Pet 4:1 Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves likewise
with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from sin; 2 That he no
longer should live the rest of his time in the flesh to the lusts of men, but to the will of
God.(KJV)

1 Pet 4:17 For the time is come that judgment must begin at the house of God: and if it first
begin at us, what shall the end be of them that obey not the gospel of God? 18 And if the
(1)righteous (2)scarcely be saved, where shall the ungodly and the sinner appear? 19 Wherefore
let them that suffer according to the will of God commit the keeping of their souls to him in
well doing, as unto a faithful Creator.(KJV)

Definition: (1)if the righteous-1342 dikaios-righteous, observing divine laws 4) approved by or
acceptable by God. (2)scarcely be saved-3433 molis (mol'-is);probably by var. for 3425; with
difficulty, 2) not easily, that is, scarcely, very rarely: KJV-- hardly, scarce (-ly), + with much
work.
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
