FASTING 4

Matt 9:14 Then came to him the disciples of John, saying, Why do we and the Pharisees fast
oft, but thy disciples fast not? 15 And Jesus said unto them, Can the children of the
bridechamber mourn, as long as the bridegroom is with them? but the days will come, when the
bridegroom shall be taken from them, and then shall they fast. 16 No man putteth a piece of new
cloth unto an old garment, for that which is put in to fill it up taketh from the garment, and the
rent is made worse. (KJV)

Matt 9:16 No man putteth a piece of new cloth unto an old garment, for that which (1)is put in
to fill it up taketh from the garment, and the (2)rent is made worse. 17 Neither do men put new
wine into old bottles: else the bottles break, and the wine runneth out, and the bottles perish: but
they put new wine into new bottles, and both are (3)preserved.

Definitions: (1)is put in to fill-4138 pleroma (play'-ro-mah); from 4137; repletion or
completion, i.e. (subjectively) what fills (as contents, supplement, copiousness, multitude), or
(objectively) what is filled (as container, performance, period) b) in the New Testament, the
body of believers, as what is filled with the presence, power, agency, riches of God and of Christ
2) what fills or with which a thing is filled b) completeness or fullness of time: KJV-- which is
put in to fill up, piece that filled up, fulfilling, full, fulness. (2)rent is made worse-4978 schisma
(skhis'-mah); from 4977; a split or gap ("schism"), literally or figuratively: KJV-- division, rent,
dissension, schism. (3)preserved-4933 suntereo (soon-tay-reh’-0); from 4862 and 5083; to keep
closely together, i.e. (by implication) to conserve (from ruinment);. to remember (and obey) 1) to
preserve (a thing from perishing or being lost) : KJV-- keep, observe, preserve.

Matt 9:16 ... for that which is put in to fill it up taketh from the garment, (KJV)

Lev 19:19 Ye shall keep my statutes. Thou shalt not let thy cattle gender with a diverse kind:
thou shalt not sow thy field with mingled seed: neither shall a garment mingled of linen and
woollen come upon thee. (KJV)

Deut 22:9 Thou shalt not sow thy vineyard with divers seeds: lest the fruit of thy seed which
thou hast sown, and the fruit of thy vineyard, be defiled. (KJV)

John 16:12 | have yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now. 13 Howbeit
when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of
himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.
14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 15 All things
that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto
you. 16 A little while, and ye shall not see me: and again, a little while, and ye shall see me,
because | go to the Father. 17 Then said some of his disciples among themselves, What is this
that he saith unto us, A little while, and ye shall not see me: and again, a little while, and ye shall
see me: and, Because | go to the Father? 18 They said therefore, What is this that he saith, A
little while? we cannot tell what he saith. 19 Now Jesus knew that they were desirous to ask
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him, and said unto them, Do ye inquire among yourselves of that | said, A little while, and ye
shall not see me: and again, a little while, and ye shall see me? 20 Verily, verily, | say unto you,
That ye shall weep and lament, but the world shall rejoice: and ye shall be sorrowful, but your
sorrow shall be turned into joy. 21 A woman when she is in travail hath sorrow, because her
hour is come: but as soon as she is delivered of the child, she remembereth no more the anguish,
for joy that a man is born into the world. 22 And ye now therefore have sorrow: but | will see
you again, and your heart shall rejoice, and your joy no man taketh from you.(KJV)

1 Cor 1:8 Who shall also confirm you unto the end, that ye may be blameless in the day of our
Lord Jesus Christ. 9 God is faithful, by whom ye were called unto the fellowship of his Son
Jesus Christ our Lord. 10 Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ,
that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be
perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment. 11 For it hath been
declared unto me of you, my brethren, by them which are of the house of Chloe, that there are
contentions among you. 12 Now this | say, that every one of you saith, | am of Paul; and | of
Apollos; and | of Cephas; and | of Christ. 13 Is Christ divided? was Paul crucified for you? or
were ye baptized in the name of Paul?

1 Cor 2:1 And I, brethren, when I came to you, came not with excellency of speech or of
wisdom, declaring unto you the testimony of God. 2 For | determined not to know any thing
among you, save Jesus Christ, and him crucified. 3 And I was with you in weakness, and in fear,
and in much trembling. 4 And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of
man's wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power: 5 That your faith should not
stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God. 6 Howbeit we speak wisdom among them
that are perfect: yet not the wisdom of this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to
nought: 7 But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God
ordained before the world unto our glory: 8 Which none of the princes of this world knew: for
had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 9 But as it is written, Eye
hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God
hath prepared for them that love him. 10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for
the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. 11 For what man knoweth the things
of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but
the Spirit of God. 12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of
God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. 13 Which things also we
speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth;
comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 14 But the natural man receiveth not the things of the
Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are
spiritually discerned. 15 But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no
man. 16 For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the
mind of Christ.

1 Cor 3:1 And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as
unto babes in Christ. 2 | have fed you with milk, and not with meat: for hitherto ye were not able
to bear it, neither yet now are ye able. 3 For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you
envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk as men? 4 For while one saith, |
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am of Paul; and another, I am of Apollos; are ye not carnal? 5 Who then is Paul, and who is
Apollos, but ministers by whom ye believed, even as the Lord gave to every man? 6 | have
planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase. 7 So then neither is he that planteth any
thing, neither he that watereth; but God that giveth the increase. 8 Now he that planteth and he
that watereth are one: and every man shall receive his own reward according to his own labour. 9
For we are labourers together with God: ye are God's husbandry, ye are God's building. 10
According to the grace of God which is given unto me, as a wise masterbuilder, | have laid the
foundation, and another buildeth thereon. But let every man take heed how he buildeth
thereupon. 11 For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ. (KJV)

2 Cor 5:14 For the love of Christ constraineth us; because we thus judge, that if one died for all,
then were all dead: 15 And that he died for all, that they which live should not henceforth live
unto themselves, but unto him which died for them, and rose again. 16 Wherefore henceforth
know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now
henceforth know we him no more. 17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature:
old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. 18 And all things are of God,
who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of
reconciliation; 19 To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not
imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation. 20
Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did beseech you by us: we pray you in
Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God. 21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no
sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him. (KJV)
