Neither let us commit fornication
(1Cor.10:8)

1 Cor 10:1-8
1 Moreover, brethren, 1 would not that ye should be ignorant, how that all our
fathers were under the cloud, and all passed through the sea;
2 And were all baptized unto Moses in the cloud and in the sea;
3 And did all eat the same spiritual meat;
4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that
followed them: and that Rock was Christ.

5 But with many of them God was not well pleased: for they were overthrown in the
wilderness.

6 Now these things were our examples, to the intent we should not lust after evil
things, as they also lusted.

7 Neither be ye idolaters, as were some of them; as it is written, The people sat
down to eat and drink, and rose up to play.

8 Neither let us commit (1)fornication, as some of them committed, and fell in one

day three and twenty thousand.(KJV)

Definition: (1)fornication-4203 porneuo (porn-yoo'-0); from 4204; to act the harlot, i.e.
(literally) indulge unlawful lust (of either sex), or (figuratively) practise idolatry: KJV--
commit (fornication).3) metaphorically, to be given to idolatry, to worship idols; to permit
oneself to be drawn away by another into idolatry

1 Cor 10:8 ... general references for verse (KJV)
Num 25:1-9
1 And Israel abode in Shittim, and the people began to commit whoredom with the
daughters of Moab.
2 And they called the people unto the sacrifices of their gods: and the people did eat,
and bowed down to their gods.
3 And Israel joined himself unto Baalpeor: and the anger of the LORD was kindled
against Israel.
4 And the LORD said unto Moses, Take all the heads of the people, and hang them
up before the LORD against the sun, that the fierce anger of the LORD may be turned
away from lIsrael.

5 And Moses said unto the judges of Israel, Slay ye every one his men that were
joined unto Baalpeor.
6 And, behold, one of the children of Israel came and brought unto his brethren a

Midianitish woman in the sight of Moses, and in the sight of all the congregation of the
children of Israel, who were weeping before the door of the tabernacle of the
congregation.

7 And when Phinehas, the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, saw it, he rose
up from among the congregation, and took a javelin in his hand;
8 And he went after the man of Israel into the tent, and thrust both of them through,

the man of Israel, and the woman through her belly. So the plague was stayed from the
children of Israel.



9 And those that died in the plague were twenty and four thousand.(KJV)

Ps 106:21-31

21 They forgat God their saviour, which had done great things in Egypt;

22 Wondrous works in the land of Ham, and terrible things by the Red sea.

23 Therefore he said that he would destroy them, had not Moses his chosen stood
before him in the breach, to turn away his wrath, lest he should destroy them.

24 Yea, they despised the pleasant land, they believed not his word:

25 But murmured in their tents, and hearkened not unto the voice of the LORD.

26 Therefore he lifted up his hand against them, to overthrow them in the wilderness:
27 To overthrow their seed also among the nations, and to scatter them in the lands.
28 They joined themselves also unto Baalpeor, and ate the sacrifices of the dead.

29 Thus they provoked him to anger with their inventions: and the plague brake in
upon them.

30 Then stood up Phinehas, and executed judgment: and so the plague was stayed.
31 And that was counted unto him for righteousness unto all generations for
evermore.(KJV)

1 Cor 6:9-20

9 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not
deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of
themselves with mankind,

10 Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall
inherit the kingdom of God.

11 And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are
justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God.

12 All things are lawful unto me, but all things are not expedient: all things are lawful
for me, but I will not be brought under the power of any.

13 Meats for the belly, and the belly for meats: but God shall destroy both it and
them. Now the body is not for fornication, but for the Lord; and the Lord for the body.
14 And God hath both raised up the Lord, and will also raise up us by his own power.
15 Know ye not that your bodies are the members of Christ? shall I then take the
members of Christ, and make them the members of an harlot? God forbid.

16 What? know ye not that he which is joined to an harlot is one body? for two, saith
he, shall be one flesh.

17 But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit.

18 Flee fornication. Every sin that a man doeth is without the body; but he that
committeth fornication sinneth against his own body.

19 What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in
you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?

20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your
spirit, which are God's.(KJV)



Rev 2:12-17

12 And to the angel of the church in Pergamos write; These things saith he which hath
the sharp sword with two edges;

13 I know thy works, and where thou dwellest, even where Satan's seat is: and thou
holdest fast my name, and hast not denied my faith, even in those days wherein Antipas
was my faithful martyr, who was slain among you, where Satan dwelleth.

14 But I have a few things against thee, because thou hast there them that hold the
doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balac to cast a stumblingblock before the children of
Israel, to eat things sacrificed unto idols, and to commit fornication.

15 So hast thou also them that hold the doctrine of the Nicolaitans, which thing |
hate.

16 Repent; or else I will come unto thee quickly, and will fight against them with the
sword of my mouth.

17 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him
that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone,
and in the stone a new name written, which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it.

1 Cor 10:8

8 Neither let us commit fornication, as some of them committed, and fell in one day
three and twenty thousand.

9 Neither let us tempt Christ, as some of them also tempted, and were destroyed of
serpents.

10 Neither murmur ye, as some of them also murmured, and were destroyed of the
destroyer.

11 Now all these things happened unto them for ensamples: and they are written for
our admonition, upon whom the ends of the world are come.

12 Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall.

13 There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is
faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the
temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.

14 Wherefore, my dearly beloved, flee from idolatry.

15 | speak as to wise men; judge ye what | say.

16 The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of
Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?

17 For we being many are one bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that
one bread.

18 Behold Israel after the flesh: are not they which eat of the sacrifices partakers of
the altar?

19 What say | then? that the idol is any thing, or that which is offered in sacrifice to
idols is any thing?

20 But I say, that the things which the Gentiles sacrifice, they sacrifice to devils, and
not to God: and | would not that ye should have fellowship with devils.

21 Ye cannot drink the cup of the Lord, and the cup of devils: ye cannot be partakers
of the Lord's table, and of the table of devils.

22 Do we provoke the Lord to jealousy? are we stronger than he? (KJV)

Gen 34:1-8

1 And Dinah the daughter of Leah, which she bare unto Jacob, went out to see the
daughters of the land.

2 And when Shechem the son of Hamor the Hivite, prince of the country, saw her,
he took her, and lay with her, and defiled her.

11 But now | have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a
brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an
extortioner; with such an one no not to eat.

12 For what have 1 to do to judge them also that are without? do not ye judge them
that are within?

13 But them that are without God judgeth. Therefore put away from among
yourselves that wicked person.(KJV)

Eph 5:3-20

3 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named
among you, as becometh saints;

4 Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but
rather giving of thanks.

5 For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man,
who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God.

6 Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the
wrath of God upon the children of disobedience.

7 Be not ye therefore partakers with them.

8 For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk as children
of light:

9 (For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth;)

10 Proving what is acceptable unto the Lord.

11 And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove
them.

12 For it is a shame even to speak of those things which are done of them in secret.



13 But all things that are reproved are made manifest by the light: for whatsoever
doth make manifest is light.

14 Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ
shall give thee light.

15 See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise,

16 Redeeming the time, because the days are evil.

17 Wherefore be ye not unwise, but understanding what the will of the Lord is.
18 And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit;

19 Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and
making melody in your heart to the Lord;

20 Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our
Lord Jesus Christ;(KJV)

Heb 12:14-17

14 Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord:
15 Looking diligently lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness
springing up trouble you, and thereby many be defiled;

16 Lest there be any fornicator, or profane person, as Esau, who for one morsel of
meat sold his birthright.

17 For ye know how that afterward, when he would have inherited the blessing, he
was rejected: for he found no place of repentance, though he sought it carefully with
tears.(KJV)

I Jn 2:15-19

15 (1)Love not the (2)world, neither the things that are in the world. If any man love
the world, the love of the Father is not in him.

16 For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the
pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world.

17 And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will of God
abideth for ever.

18 Little children, it is the last time: and as ye have heard that antichrist shall come,
even now are there many antichrists; whereby we know that it is the last time.
