Have we ever
given thought on all the different names that the supposedly body of Christ (Wife of
Christ)(John 4:27-29, 2Cor.11:2, Eph.5:22-26) has today. | believe that if we are honest with
ourselves, we would have to admit, that with these different names comes different beliefs,
faiths, and doctrines, there in causing division among us. We must remember

the previous scriptures given, and the following ones.

Eph 4:4-6

4 There is ONE body, and ONE Spirit, even as ye are called in ONE hope of your
calling;

5 ONE Lord, ONE faith, ONE baptism,

6 ONE God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all. (KJV)



Understanding that there is one body, one Spirit, one hope of calling, one Lord, one faith, one
baptism, one God. So why shouldn’t it be ONE name? Let’s answer this question by scripture,

Acts 4:12
