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He Is Able To Succour Them That Are Tempted 

Heb.2:18 
 

Heb 2:9-18 

9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, 

crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man. 

10 For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many 

sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings. 

11 For both he that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of one: for which cause he 

is not ashamed to call them brethren, 

12 Saying, I will declare thy name unto my brethren, in the midst of the church will I sing 

praise unto thee. 

13 And again, I will put my trust in him. And again, Behold I and the children which God 

hath given me. 

14 Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise 

took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that 

is, the devil; 

15 And deliver them who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage. 

16 For verily he took not on him the nature of angels; but he took on him the seed of 

Abraham. 

17 Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be 

a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins 

of the people. 

18 For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are 

tempted.(KJV) 

 

Heb 2:18 

18 For in that he himself hath (1)suffered being (2)tempted, he is able to (3)succour them 

that are tempted.(KJV) 

 

Definitions: (1) Suffered 3958  pascho (pas'-kho);apparently a primary verb; to experience a 

sensation or impression (usually painful): KJV-- feel, passion, suffer, vex.  (2) Tempted 3985  

peirazo (pi-rad'-zo); from 3984; to test (objectively), i.e. endeavor, scrutinize, entice, discipline: 

KJV-- assay, examine, go about, prove, tempt (-er), try.  (3) Sucour 997  boetheo (bo-ay-theh'-

o); from 998; to aid or relieve: KJV-- help, sucour. 

 

Heb 2:18 ... suffered being tempted,  (KJV) 

Isa 53:1-10 

1 Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed? 

2 For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he 

hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire 

him. 

3 He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we 

hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not. 

4 Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, 
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smitten of God, and afflicted. 

 

Matt 4:1-11 

1 Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil.  

2 And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hungred.  

3 And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou be the Son of God, command that 

these stones be made bread.  

4 But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every 

word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.  

5 Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the 

temple,  

6 And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall 

give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time 

thou dash thy foot against a stone.  

7 Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.  

8 Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the 

kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them;  

9 And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and 

worship me.  

10 Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the 

Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.    

11 Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him.(KJV) 

 

Matt 8:18-22 

18 Now when Jesus saw great multitudes about him, he gave commandment to depart unto 

the other side. 

19 And a certain scribe came, and said unto him, Master, I will follow thee whithersoever 

thou goest. 

20 And Jesus saith unto him, The foxes have holes, and the birds of the air have nests; but the 

Son of man hath not where to lay his head. 

21 And another of his disciples said unto him, Lord, suffer me first to go and bury my father. 

22 But Jesus said unto him, Follow me; and let the dead bury their dead.(KJV) 

 

Matt 26:37-39 

37 And he took with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to be sorrowful and 

very heavy. 

38 Then saith he unto them, My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto death: tarry ye here, 

and watch with me. 

39 And he went a little further, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it be 

possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt.(KJV) 

 

Mark 1:10-13 

10 And straightway coming up out of the water, he saw the heavens opened, and the Spirit 

like a dove descending upon him: 

11 And there came a voice from heaven, saying, Thou art my beloved Son, in whom I am 
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well pleased. 

12 And immediately the Spirit driveth him into the wilderness. 

13 And he was there in the wilderness forty days, tempted of Satan; and was with the wild 

beasts; and the angels ministered unto him.(KJV) 

 

Mark 8:31-38 

31 And he began to teach them, that the Son of man must suffer many things, and be rejected 

of the elders, and of the chief priests, and scribes, and be killed, and after three days rise again. 

32 And he spake that saying openly. And Peter took him, and began to rebuke him. 

33 But when he had turned about and looked on his disciples, he rebuked Peter, saying, Get 

thee behind me, Satan: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but the things that be of 

men. 

34 And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, 

Whosoever will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me. 

35 For whosoever will save his life shall lose it; but whosoever shall lose his life for my sake 

and the gospel's, the same shall save it. 

36 For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? 

37 Or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul? 

38 Whosoever therefore shall be ashamed of me and of my words in this adulterous and sinful 

generation; of him also shall the Son of man be ashamed, when he cometh in the glory of his 

Father with the holy angels.(KJV) 

 

Luke 4:1-14 

1 And Jesus being full of the Holy Ghost returned from Jordan, and was led by the Spirit 

into the wilderness, 

2 Being forty days tempted of the devil. And in those days he did eat nothing: and when 

they were ended, he afterward hungered. 

3 And the devil said unto him, If thou be the Son of God, command this stone that it be 

made bread. 

4 And Jesus answered him, saying, It is written, That man shall not live by bread alone, but 

by every word of God. 

5 And the devil, taking him up into an high mountain, shewed unto him all the 

kingdoms of the world in a moment of time. 

6 And the devil said unto him, All this power will I give thee, and the glory of them: 

for that is delivered unto me; and to whomsoever I will I give it. 

7 If thou therefore wilt worship me, all shall be thine. 

8 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Get thee behind me, Satan: for it is written, Thou 

shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. 

9 And he brought him to Jerusalem, and set him on a pinnacle of the temple, and said unto 

him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down from hence: 

10 For it is written, He shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee: 

11 And in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a 

stone. 

12 And Jesus answering said unto him, It is said, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God. 

13 And when the devil had ended all the temptation, he departed from him for a season. 
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14 And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee: and there went out a fame of 

him through all the region round about.(KJV) 

 

Luke 22:52-54 

52 Then Jesus said unto the chief priests, and captains of the temple, and the elders, which 

were come to him, Be ye come out, as against a thief, with swords and staves? 

53 When I was daily with you in the temple, ye stretched forth no hands against me: but this 

is your hour, and the power of darkness. 

54 Then took they him, and led him, and brought him into the high priest's house. And Peter 

followed afar off.(KJV) 

 

Heb 4:14-16 

14 Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son 

of God, let us hold fast our profession. 

15 For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; 

but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. 

16 Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find 

grace to help in time of need.(KJV) 

 

Heb 5:2 

2 Who can have compassion on the ignorant, and on them that are out of the way; for that 

he himself also is compassed with infirmity.(KJV) 

Heb 5:7-9 

7 Who in the days of his flesh, when he had offered up prayers and supplications with strong 

crying and tears unto him that was able to save him from death, and was heard in that he feared; 

8 Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered; 

9 And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them 

that obey him;(KJV) 

Heb 2:18 ... he is able to succour  (KJV) 

John 10:29-30 

29 My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out 

of my Father's hand. 

30 I and my Father are one.(KJV) 

 

Phil 3:21 

21 Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto his glorious body, 

according to the working whereby he is able even to subdue all things unto himself.(KJV) 

 

2 Tim 1:11-13 

11 Whereunto I am appointed a preacher, and an apostle, and a teacher of the Gentiles. 

12 For the which cause I also suffer these things: nevertheless I am not ashamed: for I know 

whom I have believed, and am persuaded that he is able to keep that which I have committed unto 

him against that day. 

13 Hold fast the form of sound words, which thou hast heard of me, in faith and love which is 

in Christ Jesus.(KJV) 
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Heb 7:24-26 

24 But this man, because he continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood. 

25 Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, 

seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them. 

26 For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, 

and made higher than the heavens;(KJV) 

 

Jude 1:24-25 

24 Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the 

presence of his glory with exceeding joy, 

25 To the only wise God our Saviour, be glory and majesty, dominion and power, both now 

and ever. Amen.(KJV) 

Heb 2:18 ... them that are tempted.  (KJV) 

1 Cor 10:13-14 

13 There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, 

who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also 

make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it. 

14 Wherefore, my dearly beloved, flee from idolatry.(KJV) 

 

2 Cor 10:7 

7 Do ye look on things after the outward appearance? If any man trust to himself that he is 

Christ's, let him of himself think this again, that, as he is Christ's, even so are we Christ's.(KJV) 

 

2 Cor 10:10 

10 For his letters, say they, are weighty and powerful; but his bodily presence is weak, and his 

speech contemptible.(KJV) 

 

2 Cor 12:7-10 

7 And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the revelations, 

there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I should be 

exalted above measure. 

8 For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 

9 And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in 

weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may 

rest upon me. 

10 Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in persecutions, in 

distresses for Christ's sake: for when I am weak, then am I strong.(KJV) 

 

2 Pet 2:9-10 

9 The Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations, and to reserve the unjust 

unto the day of judgment to be punished: 

10 But chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of uncleanness, and despise 

government. Presumptuous are they, selfwilled, they are not afraid to speak evil of dignities.(KJV) 
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Rev 3:10-11 

10 Because thou hast kept the word of my patience, I also will keep thee from the hour of 

temptation, which shall come upon all the world, to try them that dwell upon the earth. 

11 Behold, I come quickly: hold that fast which thou hast, that no man take thy crown.(KJV) 

 

Heb 2:18 ... additional  scriptures  (KJV) 

1 Sam 16:7 

7 But the LORD said unto Samuel, Look not on his countenance, or on the height of his 

stature; because I have refused him: for the LORD seeth not as man seeth; for man looketh on the 

outward appearance, but the LORD looketh on the heart.(KJV) 

 

Matt 10:32-39 

32 Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my 

Father which is in heaven. 

33 But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is 

in heaven. 

34 Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword. 

35 For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter against her 

mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law. 

36 And a man's foes shall be they of his own household. 

37 He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he that loveth son 

or daughter more than me is not worthy of me. 

38 And he that taketh not his cross, and followeth after me, is not worthy of me. 

39 He that findeth his life shall lose it: and he that loseth his life for my sake shall find it. 

 

Matt 12:46-50 

46 While he yet talked to the people, behold, his mother and his brethren stood without, 

desiring to speak with him. 

47 Then one said unto him, Behold, thy mother and thy brethren stand without, desiring to 

speak with thee. 

48 But he answered and said unto him that told him, Who is my mother? and who are my 

brethren? 

49 And he stretched forth his hand toward his disciples, and said, Behold my mother and my 

brethren! 

50 For whosoever shall do the will of my Father which is in heaven, the same is my brother, 

and sister, and mother.(KJV) 

 

Matt 23:5-6 

5 But all their works they do for to be seen of men: they make broad their phylacteries, and 

enlarge the borders of their garments, 

6 And love the uppermost rooms at feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues,(KJV) 

 

Mark 3:31-32 

31 There came then his brethren and his mother, and, standing without, sent unto him, calling 

him. 
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32 And the multitude sat about him, and they said unto him, Behold, thy mother and thy 

brethren without seek for thee.(KJV) 

 

Luke 9:57-62 

57 And it came to pass, that, as they went in the way, a certain man said unto him, Lord, I 

will follow thee whithersoever thou goest. 

58 And Jesus said unto him, Foxes have holes, and birds of the air have nests; but the Son of 

man hath not where to lay his head. 

59 And he said unto another, Follow me. But he said, Lord, suffer me first to go and bury my 

father. 

60 Jesus said unto him, Let the dead bury their dead: but go thou and preach the kingdom of 

God. 

61 And another also said, Lord, I will follow thee; but let me first go bid them farewell, which 

are at home at my house. 

62 And Jesus said unto him, No man, having put his hand to the plough, and looking back, is 

fit for the kingdom of God.(KJV) 

 

Luke 18:22-26 

22 Now when Jesus heard these things, he said unto him, Yet lackest thou one thing: sell all 

that thou hast, and distribute unto the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, 

follow me. 

23 And when he heard this, he was very sorrowful: for he was very rich. 

24 And when Jesus saw that he was very sorrowful, he said, How hardly shall they that have 

riches enter into the kingdom of God! 

25 For it is easier for a camel to go through a needle's eye, than for a rich man to enter into 

the kingdom of God. 

26 And they that heard it said, Who then can be saved?(KJV) 

 

Luke 22:28 Ye are they which have continued with me in my temptations. 29 And I appoint unto 

you a kingdom, as my Father hath appointed unto me;(KJV) 

 

John 13:36-38 

36 Simon Peter said unto him, Lord, whither goest thou? Jesus answered him, Whither I go, 

thou canst not follow me now; but thou shalt follow me afterwards. 

37 Peter said unto him, Lord, why cannot I follow thee now? I will lay down my life for thy 

sake. 

38 Jesus answered him, Wilt thou lay down thy life for my sake? Verily, verily, I say unto 

thee, The cock shall not crow, till thou hast denied me thrice.(KJV) 

 

Phil 2:20 For I have no man likeminded, who will naturally care for your state. 21 For all seek 

their own, not the things which are Jesus Christ's.(KJV) 

 

James 2:5 

5 Hearken, my beloved brethren, Hath not God chosen the poor of this world rich in faith, 

and heirs of the kingdom which he hath promised to them that love him? (KJV)
